Meningococcal B Vaccine 
Herd Immunity Study  

Last reminder to parents of Year 10, 11  and 12 
students to return the B Part of It Consent Card sent 
home recently. This is purely voluntary, but it is a 
great chance to access the vaccine free of charge as 
well as assist with research. 
Forms need to be returned by end of school 
tomorrow, Friday 3 March 2017. 

The SACE Board has recently launched achieve online, which can be accessed via the achieve minisite on the SACE 
website. If you are looking for more information about SACE, you can now access up-to-date resources anytime, 
anywhere, and on any device. The online version of achieve includes student stories, links to informative and 
engaging videos on the SACE Board YouTube channel, and all the usual essential information such as articles about 
the Research Project, VET courses, and SACE credits. 

Year 12 individual wellbeing meetings were held this week with Mischa and myself. We met with each year 12 
student to track their initial progress and offer suggestions for support if needed. Discussions include independent 
study skills, organisation and time management, sleep, diet and exercise. 

Monitoring student progress throughout the senior years is essential for maximising student success and SACE 
completion. We use a traffic light system in our sub school to do this, which is filled in every 5 weeks. Monitoring 
enables us to use brief, timely, and easily administered snapshots of student performance to make informed 
decisions about learning support. This information helps us determine if students are learning and performing 
appropriately to meet their SACE requirements. We implement suitable levels of support for students as required. 
If a student shows green on the traffic light system then all is going well. Amber indicates some concerns and the 
student will meet with me to offer suggestions and support. Red indicates that the student will need significant 
support and a parent/ student meeting will occur to meet with the Principal and myself. 

Due dates for all Stage 1 and 2 subjects have now been published on the school website. This helps you to know 
when work is due and assist your child, if necessary, to meet these deadlines and/or be prepared for tests. If your 
child has the Konnective App they will receive alerts to inform them that a due date is on the following day.   

Please note the change of date for the year 11 Careers Trip to Adelaide. It is now from 19 – 23 June. It is a costly 
trip and prior notice is essential for families. The cost of the trip in previous years has been approximately $300. 
Further information will be supplied to families prior to the end of term 1. 

Last week the year 11 and 12 students completed their Senior First Aid at no cost to families. This has been an 
ongoing program that we have offered over the past 12 years. We sincerely thank the District Council of Streaky 
Bay for funding this training for the young adults this year.

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Year 8 Errappa camp Monday 13 ï Wednesday 15 February  
 
In week three the Year 8 class were involved in a 3 day camp based at Errappa (Iron Knob). Throughout the camp 
students took part in a number of initiative activities, team work games and challenges, high ropes, rock climbing, 
orienteering, laser tag and the famous leap of faith. We were also lucky enough to to be given a tour of the mine 
by one of the locals in Iron Knob which was informative and interesting, and gave the students an inside look at the 
mining industry.  
 

All students participated exceptionally well during all activities and were very supportive of each other throughout 
a number of challenging and nerve wracking experiences. Students were extremely understanding of everyone’s 
different levels and abilities, and were constantly giving each other support and positive feedback for giving things 

a go. 
 
I was really happy to see the students’ positive attitude 
and determination towards the activities and their 
willingness to step outside of their comfort zone was 
admirable. Ursulee Williams reflected on doing activities 
that were outside of her comfort zone and said she felt 
“proud, happy and excited that she gave it a go.”  
 
When we returned to school we spoke about the 
importance of reflecting upon their experience and 
learning from challenging activities. Students spoke about 

the learning and growth that comes from trying new things, supporting 
one another and giving everything a go. Tayla Roberts said “If my peers 
weren’t there to encourage me I probably wouldn’t have done one of 
the high ropes courses, the leap of 
faith, or got as high as I did on the 
rock climbing wall.” 
When asked what his favourite part of 
camp was Kyan Saunders said “The 
high ropes, the flying fox, the rock 
climbing, the leap of faith and team 
building were all fantastic and really 
fun.”  

 

Overall the students (and staff) had a fantastic time at Errappa and the staff were very supportive, knowledgeable 
and professional. A big thanks to Tom McCarthur for driving the bus and assisting with all aspects of the camp, and 
well done to all students for exceptional behaviour and representing Streaky Bay Area School in a very positive 
way.
