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VACATION CARE 
 
Vacation Care is on again during the Sept/Oct school holidays. New enrolments are welcome. Parents do not have to 
be working for their children to attend. Vacation Care is held in the Year 8/9 rooms at the school. Opening times are 
from 8am to 6pm. Children from 4 to 15 can attend. When enrolling for the program you will need a Customer 
Reference Number (CRN) for the parent/caregiver and for your child/children from the Family Assistance Office which 
links to the Child Care Rebate (CCR) (formerly CCB) system. The daily fee is $50.00, for 10 hours of care or any part 
thereof. This amount can be greatly reduced by registering and receiving CCR percentage. Enquires and telephone 
numbers to register for CCR can be found online at www.familyassist.gov.au or telephone 13 61 50. You will need to 
be set up before the holidays with Centrelink to receive a discounted fee. 
 

Some of the activities will include outside play on the oval, playground, courtyard or in the Gym; a wide variety of Art 
and craft activities; Library visits; Cooking; Lego, board games, jigsaws etc; Science activities, Dancing and listening to 
music; Dresǎ ǳǇǎΤ 5±5Ω{Τ tǳǇǇŜǘ ǎƘƻǿǎΤ 9ȄŎǳǊǎƛƻƴǎΣ DŀƳes consoles and computer games.  See the programme further 
in this newsletter for the activities we have planned for this holiday period.
